Roads, homes and businesses in Aldershot were flooded twice in August.  While no-one denies we
had extremely heavy rainfall, the amount of damage done was far greater than it should have been.
The County Council and Rushmoor both acted swiftly to help with
sandbags and temporary accommodation for those whose homes were
most seriously flooded.  But if this is ever likely to happen again we
need better systems in place to deal with it when it does.
Aldershot Liberal Democrats have asked Rushmoor’s Lib Dem
Councillors to help press for action.  They are asking Hampshire and
the Environment Agency to report on what options there are, short-
term and long-term, to minimise such problems in the future.
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During the last election many of you spoke to Lib Dem candidate Philip Thompson about the church in Ash
Road that had been partly demolished and left like a bomb site.

Philip asked Rushmoor Lib Dem
Leader, Cllr Craig Card, for his help.

Craig pressed for a 30 day clean-up
notice, but councillors from the
other parties refused to support the
30 day limit.

As a result we had to wait much
longer for the site to be cleared up,
but thankfully, it has now been done.
