Tories propose More Cuts in
Farnborough Schools

If it hadn’t been for Grange  Primary School,
Cllr Hazel Manning wouldn’t have known her
son had “glue ear”.

Internationally recognised Manor Infant &
Junior Schools plus Cove Secondary School
units for teaching hearing-impaired children
has been identified by the Tories for closure.

Cllr Neville Dewey explains ”For more years
than I can remember these three schools have
had dedicated facilities for teaching children
with hearing impairments. These units have
been so successful that they are recognised
internationally for their teaching ethics.  The
results that they achieve with the children put in
their care is among the best anywhere”.

The children and staff working at these units
will be required to relocate to another unit,
possibly the one in Basingstoke, with all the
consequential extra travelling and loss of
facilities at our schools.
We as local people cannot let this happen,
but only by putting pressure on Hampshire
County Council can we hope to have our
voices heard.
