St Mark’s Residents’ Survey
Report

Between September 2006 and February 2007, Crispin Allard and the Liberal Democrat Focus Team toured St Mark’s Ward, carrying out a survey of residents
.

We gave out 2,000 survey forms and received 523 back – that’s a response rate of 26%, which is significantly better than most surveys of this type.

We have now completed the analysis, and are pleased to present a summary of the results

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Liberal Democrat Policies 
The Liberal Democrats want to put 10,000 extra bobbies on the beat

instead of introducing ID cards. Do you agree with this policy?
The Liberal Democrats have recently announced plans to cut income

tax by 2p, with the very wealthy and those who pollute paying more.

Do you agree with these ideas?

The Liberal Democrats opposed the introduction of university tuition
fees. In Scotland, where the Liberal Democrats are in coalition government,

they have not been introduced. Are you opposed to tuition fees?
The Liberal Democrats want to scrap Council Tax completely
and replace it with a fair tax related to ability to pay.
